NOTIFICATION

No. TPS-1109/1658/CR-285/09/UD-9: Whereas Development Control
Regulations for Nashik Municipal Corporation (hereinafter referred to as
“the said Regulations”) have been sanctioned by Government in Urban
Development Department under section 31(1) of the Maharashtra Regional
and Town Planning Act, 1966 (hereinafter referred to as “the said Act”)
vide Notification No. TPS-1191/35/CR-88/UD-9, dated 28/9/1993 to
come into force with effect from 16/11/1993;

And whereas, the said Regulations do not contain the
provisions for Grey Water Reuse ;

The nature has bestowed many natural resources for
survival of living-being. Water is one of them. It is therefore necessity of
the time to utilize the source in such a way so as to last it longer. It is
possible to use differently graded water recycled at minimal cost for
different types of uses not warranting quality of potable water. It is not
prudent to use potable high quality water for purposes like toilet flushing,
gardening and other non contact non-potable purpose etc. These purposes
can be well served by using moderately filtered/treated water. Such
thoughtful action can not only lead to conserve precious water but can
also increase the life of water main, sewer lines, water treatment plants
and ultimately environment.

And whereas, the grey water (bathroom and kitchen)
recycling bye-laws have been framed taking into consideration, the
shortage of water, rise in population, increasing cost in purification of
water, cost of water distribution, disposal of sewage and maintenance of
environment. With this in mind, Government of India has issued Model
Building Bye-Laws to all States requesting them to amend the Municipal
Bye-Laws incorporating recycle and reuse of the waste water (hereinafter
referred to as "the said Directives") ;
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
